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Boudewijn H.W. van Gelder, born in The Netherlands, in the city of Rijswijk, be-
tween Delft and The Hague, is a professor in the School of Civil Engineering at Pur-
due University.  He received his Masters of Science in Geodetic Engineering (MSGE) 
degree from the Delft University of Technology (1972) and his Ph.D. from the Ohio 
State University (1978).  For both degrees he wrote theses in the area of Satellite 
Geodesy.  From 1978 until 1992 he was a member of the Faculty of Geodetic Engi-
neering (DUT), and worked specifically with the Kootwijk Observatory for Satellite 
Geodesy. He is a member of organizations such as the American Congress for Sur-
veying and Mapping (ACSM), Indiana Society of Professional Land Surveyors 
(ISPLS), the American Geophysical Union (AGU), associate of the International As-
sociation of Geodesy (IAG), and the Netherlands Association for Geodesy 

 

As a faculty member of the Area of Geomatics Engineering (since 1992 at Purdue 
University) he taught, or teaches courses in Principles and Practice of Geomatics En-
gineering (Surveying), Land Survey Systems, Summer Geomatics Engineering De-
sign Project, GPS Surveying, Data Adjustment, Satellite Geodesy and Physical Ge-
odesy. 

 

He has presented GPS Workshops to the ISPLS membership, at the annual Indiana 
GIS Conferences, and at the Defense Mapping Agency (DMA, later National Imagery 
and Mapping Agency/NIMA, now NGA), and gave numerous lectures on the benefits 
of High Accuracy Reference Networks throughout the State of Indiana. In the aca-
demic year 2008-2009 the Geomatics Engineering students nominated him for the 
Purdue 2009 Outstanding Advisor of the Year Award. In August 1995 he was ap-
pointed as the State Geodetic Advisor for the State of Indiana and since 2008 he 
serves on the Advisory Committee of the Geomatics Engineering Program of Ferris 
State University, Big Rapids, MI.

Geographic Information Systems (GIS) rely on software, hardware, people and data to perform 

their functions.  Software and hardware companies are continually adding new capabilities and 

computing power delivering access to new GIS applications. Generally, data in GIS was devel-

oped to solve specific problems and perform defined functions such as tax parcel management, 

outage analysis, zoning, vehicle routing, etc.  New data is available at much higher accuracies, 

such as GPS collected data, highly accurate photogrammetric land bases and orthophotography 

which may not align when overlaid with the existing data in GIS. This presentation will present 

new technology using survey methodologies to achieve this and why GIS needs surveyors. 
 

10:00ñ11:50 AM   ò3D Surveying in a 1+ 2D Worldó - Professor Boudewijn H.W. van Gelder        

GPS and LiDAR are the new survey technologies that are bridging our historically divided 1D 

and 2D survey worlds. 2D surveys led in the 1930's to a nationally adopted mapping system that 

in various forms became the basis for the state plane coordinate systems. Surveyors argue that 

these systems do not support the latest 1ppm 3D survey techniques anymore. Is it time to           

update these state plane coordinate systems, or do we really need to? 
 

11:00ð11:50 AM   ñProfessional Liability Claimsò - Mike Cosgrove  

Mike will discuss real-world litigation cases, contract clauses, risk-drivers (where claims against 

firms come from), time management, and limitation of liability. Risk Drivers looks at how eco-

nomic trends impact the surveying and design professions; explores how understanding your 

clients needs can improve your firms quality; demonstrates how the A/E and professional liabil-

ity industries interrelate; and reveals the technical and non-technical causes of claims.
